Feedback to APPLIA concerns

While we understand some of the concerns of our colleagues in APPLIA and had discussed
the implications of some of the new concepts introduced in the new rules during the
negotiation phase, LightingEurope does not support the APPLIA recommendations to revise
the rules on lighting. We have serious concerns that any such changes would dismantle the
definitions of light sources and containing products, would create new significant loopholes
and undermine a level playing field among all actors placing light sources on the EU market.

Some of the valid concerns raised by APPLIA have already been addressed in our
Guidelines, which are freely accessible on the LightingEurope website.

Regarding the confusion APPLIA has expressed about the interaction between spare parts
requirements in home appliance rules and article 4 of the ecodesign rules for lighting,
perhaps the Commission can clarify this in a future FAQ.

1-13 Definitions LightingEurope does not support these proposals. They constitute
fundamental changes to the SLR and ELR that could undermine the
entire structure of the legislation and the cohesion of the
requirements. We do not believe now is the time to discuss such
fundamental changes.

15 Annex LightingEurope supports this proposal.
11.3(w)(2)
20 Table 4, SVM LightingEurope believes tha the SVM value should be amended as a

matter of priority. The proposed deletion is OK for LightingEurope.

24 Annex I1.3(b) LightingEurope does not support this proposal, as it could lead to an
unjustificed and unnecessary extension of the scope of the
requirement to all packaging.

25 Annex II1.1(c) LightingEurope recommends that the Commission explores this
concern further to confirm there is indeed a missing reference and if
so to correct this.
